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Dear Health Care Provider:
The Department of Labor & Industries has established a Medical Provider Network which became effective January 1, 2013.   Providers must apply and meet minimum network requirements to treat and bill for ongoing care of injured workers.  
According to our records you either aren’t in the network, or you have a network status that allows payment for the initial visit only.  You are not authorized to provide ongoing medical care to injured workers or bill for services.   You also can’t bill the injured worker for these unauthorized services.
Please provide written documentation that you have ceased billing for services related to the industrial injury or occupational disease claim for this worker.  If we don’t receive this documentation we will file a complaint with the Department of Labor & Industries.  Send documentation to the following address or fax:
