Do NOT use for expedited rule making 
Agency:    Labor and Industries 
 
Subject of possible rule making: Public records, Chapter 296-06 WAC 

Statutes authorizing the agency to adopt rules on this subject: RCW 42.17.260(5) 

Reasons why rules on this subject may be needed and what they might accomplish:       
1. Chapter 296-06 WAC. Public Records, will be updated and revised.  Clear rule writing will be used to make the rule 

language easier to read and understand. 
2. WAC 296-06-170, Records Index, is being repealed through an expedited rulemaking, WSR#04-22-084, filed 

November 2, 2004, because it is inconsistent with RCW 42.17.260(5).  It will be rewritten in this rulemaking to comply 
with the statute. 

3. An indexing system will be established to assist the public in accessing L&I public records.
